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Peking Opera is one of the most influential type of Chinese opera in Mainland China. It is
widely popular across the nation and is regarded as National Opera. It is also known as
Pihuang Opera, characterised by two distinct singing patterns, xipi and erhuang.

During the reign of Emperor Qianlong of the Qing dynasty, the four famous Anhui troupes
from the south (Sanging, Sixi, Chuntai and Hechun) came to Peking. They sang mainly
in the erhuang tone while blending seminal tunes and patterns from other operas like
kungqiang, sipingdiao, pozi, bangzi and luoluogiang. The rich melodies and colourful
repertory attracted a massive audience and drew many gingiang artists to it. After the
introduction of the xipi tone by Hubei troupe players during the Daoguang era, the Anhui
singing pattern was further enriched and Pihuang Opera was consolidated, setting the
foundation of Peking Opera was firmly established.

Performers are required to master the skills of ‘sing’, ‘recite’, ‘act’ and ‘combat’. The
harmonious and seamless integration of these skills is a fundamental element in the
performance of the art. Regarding musical accompaniment, a small two-string fiddle
called jinghu is the lead instrument for narrative scenes, while gongs and drums are used
in fighting scenes. There are four major types of stock roles, sheng (male lead), dan (female
lead), jing (painted face) and chou (comic). Each role has its own unique presentation

and performing style.
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A New Historical Peking Opera —
Cession for Consolidation
of the Song Regime
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Two years in the making, this innovative historical
drama presented by the China National Peking Opera
Company vividly recreates the late Five Dynasties and
Ten Kingdoms period.

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The story takes place toward the end of
the Tang dynasty. Regional warlords have
fought and divided the land into what
is known as the Five Dynasties and Ten
Kingdoms period.

In 960 CE, Zhao Kuangyin establishes
the Northern Song dynasty. His ambition
is to unify the realm through relentless
campaigns, to the north and the south, until
only the Southern Tang, Wuyue and a few
others remain.

In 975 CE, the Northern Song launches an
expedition against the Southern Tang and
calls upon Wuyue for support by forming
an alliance. The Southern Tang also seeks
Wuyue’s aid. After careful consideration,
King Qian Chu of Wuyue decides to side
with the Song and leads his troops to assist
in the conquest.

Zhao Kuangyin summons Qian Chu to the
imperial court in recognition of his loyalty.
Advised by the Buddhist monk, Yanshou,
Qian Chu accepts the summons to protect
his people and maintain peace.

At the Song capital of Bianjing, Qian Chu
stands in awe of the emperor’s majestic
airs and is touched by his grace. On
his journey home, he and his consort, Lady
Sun Taizhen, reflect on the past and the
shifting fortunes of the world.

Shortly afterward, Zhao Kuangyin dies
and his brother Zhao Guangyi ascends the
throne. Once more, Qian Chu is summoned.
Recognising that unification is inevitable,
he visits the ancestral temple, recalls his
ancestors' teachings and resolves to cede
his land to Song to avoid warfare and
carnage, in consideration of his people.

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The China National Peking Opera Company was established in 1955 with Mei Lanfang
as founding president. The Company comprises many divisions, including its First,
Second and Third Troupes and Youth Troupe, along with the Mei Lanfang Theatre and
the People’s Theatre. Since its founding, the Company has gathered a large number
of outstanding performers, playwrights, directors, composers and stage designers,
among them Li Shaochun, Yuan Shihai, Ye Shenglan and Du Jinfang. Members of the
Company’s First Troupe include some of the best and most popular artists: principal artist
Yu Kuizhi is heralded as the top Peking Opera artist today; Troupe Leader Li Shengsu is
internationally celebrated as a successor in the Mei Lanfang tradition. In the past seven
decades, the Company has created more than 500 repertory works, including such iconic
titles as The Boar Forest, Three Attacks at Zhu Village, Lu Bu and Diao Chan, The Legend
of the White Snake and The Tale Under the Willow Shade. It has toured extensively
around the world, having performed in more than 50 countries and regions. In recent
years, it has vigorously developed new works, revitalised and adapted traditional classics
and promoted the creation of historical plays.
